The meeting was mainly to discuss the draft agenda for the Fourth UNGEI Global Advisory Committee Meeting to be held in Paris, 17-18 July 2006, and the proposal to send documents prepared by the Communication Team to GAC members prior to the July meeting in order to prepare them for effective discussions at the July meeting.  
1. Documents by the Communication Team
· A proposal by Patricia to circulate the Concept Note for GirlsEd-Net, draft letter to GAC partners and UNGEI focal points, TOR for UNGEI Communication Focal Point and the Newsletter (first issue of Girls Too! ) prior to the meeting in July was accepted.   

· It was also agreed that the draft Newsletter would be sent to the Co-Chairs by Monday after which it would be circulated as drafts to the GAC members together with the above documents.  GAC members are expected to send back their comments on the documents – if any.  The documents will be discussed at the July meeting in Paris.

Communication Team is requested to send the documents to Sally and Lucy by COB today, and the draft Newsletter by Monday.  Following the review, the document will be circulated to GAC members by early next week.
2. Draft Agenda for the July Meeting in Paris

A review of the agenda was done - session by session:

Session 1:  Welcome Start-up Formalities
· It was agreed that names of presenters/resource persons be left out of the agenda for the moment until their acceptance is sought and obtained. 
Session II:  UNGEI Progress Updates

· The Co-Chairs requested the UNGEI Secretariat to submit the quarterly report and the draft progress update (in a narrative version) on the Work Plan by Monday, 22 May.  The two documents are to be circulated to the GAC members, 7-10 days before the July Meeting.   
Session III:  
· One speaker was preferred - probably Angelique.
· UNGEI Secretariat is to bear the cost of her participation in the Paris Meeting (travel, accommodation).  She will be traveling to Paris from Zimbabwe.

Session IV:  Working Group
· It was stated by the Co-Chairs that the focus of this session is on issue of integration – at national and international levels and that the idea is to get organizations to say what they plan to do on the issue.  The expectation is that the plenary session will agree on commitments and next steps.
· Facilitators/Resource persons should be contacted via email or phone to solicit their acceptance (Possibly  FAWE, BRAC, the lady in Senegal are suggested) - Sabah
Session V:   Communication/Advocacy

· The session will now be allotted 1.5 hrs.  Adjustments will be made in time allocation to accommodate this.
· The idea of a spokesperson/goodwill ambassador for UNGEI – by the Communication Team was welcomed.  A brief information note on the role of such person should be prepared assist members in making informed decision on the issue.  (Communication)
Session VI:  Way forward
· It was pointed out that some organization had approached the Secretariat requesting to attend the July meeting (FAWE, JICA, UN Gender Section, EC).  The meeting agreed that they can attend as observers, but the information should be circulated to GAC members to get their views. (Action Sabah)
· The Co-Chairs suggested an inspirational thing at the closure of the Meeting  -  food for thought

· Handover of the co-chair is to be factored in at this session
