The East Asia and Pacific region has been making steady progress towards access to universal primary education. However, rising school enrolment rates for both sexes has not translated into gender equality in the classroom or among teachers.  Females are still more commonly discriminated against, perpetuating harmful stereotypes and status quo.

At the same time, universal completion of both primary and secondary education continues to be elusive in many countries of the region, particularly for certain disadvantaged groups, including impoverished children, ethnic minorities, children with disabilities, and working children. 

On 5 July, regional UNGEI partners come together to host a Roundtable to increase awareness of gender inequality in education and to flesh out solutions to improve access to quality education for marginalized children.
Media are invited at 9 am to attend the launch of the regional UNGEI joint publication, Towards Equal Opportunities for All: Empowering Girls Through Partnerships in Education. Media are also welcome to attend a panel debate on gender equality in education, from 10:30 am to 12:15 pm.
